
 
  

HOW TO APPLY FOR A PASS? 
The Ettlingen Child and Family Pass and the Pass Plus 
are issued upon application. The applications are 
available at the Ordnungs- und Sozialamt, at the local 
administrations or on the homepage of the city of 
Ettlingen. From the age of compulsory schooling, a 
photo in passport size is required. From the age of 16, 
proof of school attendance is required. 

The Ettlingen Children‘s and Family Pass and the Pass 
Plus are only valid for one calendar year and will be 
extended for another calendar year upon application if 
the proofs and requirements are fulfilled. 

The pass can also be applied for by the young people 
themselves from the age of 14.

WHO GETS THE PASS? WHO GETS THE PASS PLUS? 
• Children and young people up to the age of 18 from 

families and partnerships with at least three children 
entitled to child benefit who live with their parents in 
the same household. 

• Children and adolescents up to the age of 18 who 
receive benefits under Social Code (Sozialge- 
setzbuch) II or XII, the Housing Allowance Act 
(Wohngeldgesetz), the Asylum Seekers‘ Benefits 
Act (Asylbewerberleistungsgesetz) or the Federal 
Children‘s Allowance Act (Bundeskindergeldge- 
setz).

Children and adolescents up to the age of 18 who 
live with one parent in a domestic community. 

ETTLINGER CHILDREN AND 
FAMILY PASS Adolescents up to the age of 21 from families and 

partnerships with at least three children entitled to 
child benefits who live with their parents in the 
household and are in general school education 
and are not married. 

• Adolescents up to the age of 21 who live with 
their parents or one parent, are in general 
school education, are not married and receive 
benefits under the above paragraph. The pass contains value vouchers and enables 

girls and boys to use offers in the areas of leisure 
and education. The aim is to support children and 
young people in their age-appropriate develop- 
ment and to make it easier for them to participate 
in social life in Ettlingen. The pass is equipped 
with individual vouchers worth a total of 32,-€/ 
child and is valid for one calendar year. 

• Children and adolescents with a disability up to 
the age of 21 with a degree of disability of at 
least 50%. 

• Adolescents up to the age of 21 who live with one 
parent in the household and are in general school 
education and are not married. 

WHAT PROOF DO YOU NEED FOR THE 
PASS PLUS? 
To receive the Pass Plus, proof of benefits under the 
Social Code (Sozialgesetzbuch) II or XII, the Housing 
Allowance Act (Wohngeldgesetz), the Asylum Seekers‘ 
Benefits Act (Asylbewerberleistungsgesetz) or the 
Federal Children‘s Allowance Act (Bundeskindergeld- 
gesetz). 

ETTLINGER CHILDREN AND FAMILY 
PASS PLUS 
In addition to free or reduced admission to facilities, 
the Pass Plus includes additional value vouchers 
with different euro amounts.The Pass Plus is 
equipped with individual vouchers worth a total 
of 72,- €/child and is valid for one calendar year. 

For children and young people with a disability, the 
severely disabled person‘s ID card must be presen- 
ted as proof.
